Col 2:10-12 (KJV) says, “And ye are complete in him, 
which is the head of all principality and power: In 
whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision 
made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins 
of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ: Buried with 
him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him 
through the faith of the operation of God, who hath 
raised him from the dead”.

He will take 
over your battles.

You are complete in joy: Are you concerned about your life 
like Jabez in 1 Chronicles 4:9-10? Cry to Jesus today and he 
will turn your sorrow to unspeakable joy and blessing. Do not be 
like Ichabod in 1 Samuel 4:21, who carried a curse without cry-
ing out. The challenges you are going through today are to bring 
out a better person in you because you are complete in him! Job 
said in Job 23:10, “But he knows the way that I take; 
when he has tested me, I shall come forth as gold”. God 
cannot leave you the way he meets you. A change is on the way for 
you! Walk tall today, raise your head high, for you are fighting a 
battle that has been won and you are complete in Him! 

If you have not received Christ into your life, today is the day of 
salvation. Please, do not delay; Satan is roaming to devour you. 

Pray this prayer now: Lord Jesus I humbly come to you  
today to give my life to you. I surrender my all to you; have mercy 
on me. I receive you into my heart and I want to enjoy your work 
of completion in my life. Thank you as you accept me as your 
beloved. Amen.
